ON THE LOOKOUT  
 
South Ribble’s large Moss Side depot is 
home to nearly 150 vehicles and plant as 
well as supporting offices and 
garages/workshops. 
  
According to Derek Sutton the Council’s 
Community Cleansing Services Manager, 
one of three managers responsible for the 
smooth running of the depot: 
“Over the years, by virtue of our location on 
an industrial estate, away from public view, 
we have had problems with theft from the 
depot, particularly out of normal operating 
hours. It has really been a mixture of the 
opportunist and hardened criminal, in the 
latter case we have even had people actually 
trying to crash through our gates. 
 
“In the early days of the depot, about 10 
years ago – before remotely monitored CCTV 
such as RemGuard’s had even been thought 
of – we suffered from a number of costly 
incidents. These attacks mainly consisted of 
criminal damage, items being taken out of 
vehicles parked up and the theft of diesel and 
even batteries from vehicles. Obviously we 
wanted to find a way to tackle this threat and 
called in local installer Stour Security who 
conducted an audit of the depot and 
suggested that the RemGuard solution would 
best meet our requirements. 
 
“Thankfully with RemGuard’s remotely 
monitored CCTV in place we are in a better  

position to deal with the incidents which still 
occur overnight or at weekends when the 
depot is locked-up. Now RemGuard’s 
operators can respond to events quickly and 
alert us or the authorities so they can be 
stopped before serious damage can be done. 
It is obviously important that our refuse trucks, 
vans, tippers, street sweepers and highway 
vehicles and assorted plant are protected both 
inside garage areas and out in the yard. 
 
The availability of vehicles is vital to the 
smooth running of South Ribble’s depot. 
Naturally the Council wants to avoid the 
downtime associated with any damage which 
could result in inconvenience to the local 
community and the financial impact of 
heightened insurance premiums. 
 
INTELLIGENT CCTV  
 
Sutton is pleased with the potential that this 
type of ‘intelligent’ CCTV offers to prevent 
successful attacks.  
 
“I am certain that without remote monitoring in 
the evening or weekend criminals would be 
causing us major headaches. As it is we have 
everything pretty much under control, if anyone 
does try something when we have left the 
depot at least we have the reassurance that, 
with the help of RemGuard’s operators, action 
will be taken and images stored for evidential 
purposes.”
